I. General Assembly Plenary
Topic: United Nations Security Council Reform
Introduction: The international community has been critical of the performance and the effectiveness of the Security Council since its establishment. The council has tried to address the limited, and possibly outdated, number of permanent member states, the overuse of veto powers, and the lack of implementation of Security Council decisions, through internal reform, yet those efforts failed to produce an acceptable result. This committee will tackle on these various issues and seek to enhance to the effectiveness and validity of the UNSC.
II. Food and Agricultural Organization
Introduction: Biotechnology has reinvented the field of transnational food trade and domestic farming. Though the significant growth of the yield of food positively affects the food production of developing countries, the growing dependency of biotechnology from developed countries and transnational corporations has unforeseen ramifications on producers and customers alike. Delegates are expected to discuss on possible methods of cooperation to ease the gap between the north-south divide, to minimize the deficiencies of bio-farming, and to strike a balance between economic growth and social equality. 
III. United Nations Environmental Programme
Topic: Overfishing: An Environmental and Ecological Crisis
Introduction: Overfishing has long been an issue within the international society. Not only is lack of governess an issue, the ramifications of overfishing is also to be drawn attention to, since it not only affects the environment, but also those who depend on fish as their main food source. This committee will also be discussing about unfair fishing agreements made during the post-colonial era and other related aspects.
IV. ASEAN Regional Forum

North Korean leader Kim Jong-un has ordered his country to be ready to use its nuclear weapons at any time and the military to be in "pre-emptive attack" mode, state media said. The comments, carried by the North's official KCNA news agency on Friday, marked a further escalation of tension on the Korean peninsula after the UN Security Council imposed harsh new sanctions against the isolated state on Wednesday for its nuclear programme.
The latest UN sanctions, drafted by the US and China, the North's main ally, punish the isolated country following its fourth nuclear test, in January, as well as last month's satellite launch, which the US and others say was really a test of ballistic missile technology. Samantha Power, US Ambassador to the UN, said the new sanctions against North Korea will go further than any UN sanctions regime in two decades, and are aimed at cutting off funds for its nuclear and other banned weapons programmes. "Our collective security demands that we stop North Korea from continuing along this destructive and destabilizing course," Power said.
